All around the world, strange things have been falling from the sky. Eyewitnesses have reported seeing fish and frog rainstorms. Others have seen falling ice the size if baseballs and balls of light dancing in the sky. These may sound like jokes, but these kinds of weird weather reports have been around for hundreds of years.


An early report comes from Worcester, England in 1881. Townspeople saw masses of crabs and snails fall to the ground during a thunderstorm. Another incident was reported in 1873 in Kansas City, Missouri, USA when hundreds of frogs came down with the rain.
