   Many cities around the world hold annual festivals and celebrations based on the history, religion or folklore of the area that are centuries old.  Some festivals celebrate flowers or jazz while others may celebrate an important historical battle or even chocolate.  While most festivals are pleasant and colorful, others are a bit more dangerous and not for the faint of heart.  One such event is in Yen Shui, a small town in Tainan County. Kuan Yu ordered the townsfolk to shoot off fireworks in a gigantic 3-day battle to defeat the bad luck and suffering that caused the cholera.  It worked.   Every year, tens of thousands of tourists travel to Yen Shui to watch literally a million firecrackers and bottle rockets being fired around town from specially  designed and colorful wooden carts.  Those who actively participate in the festival have to wear many layers of protective clothing, helmets, gloves, and scarves to  cover their whole body so they will not get “stung” by the bottle rockets.  There have been many reports of burns, loss of hearing and other injuries.  In the past, environmental officials have warned any one with asthma to avoid the festival  because there is so much smoke.  For the adventurous and brave, nothing in Taiwan beats the Yen Shui Fireworks Festival.
